JULY 31: SKAGWAY

AUGUST 1: ICY STRAIT POINT

eagles, and brown bears, or to explore monuments to the region's fishing heritage.

AUGUST 2: KETCHIKAN

the Tlingit people, who have carved the world's largest collection of totem poles.

AUGUST 3: INSIDE PASSAGE

labyrinth of fjords, bays, and lush green islands is home to an abundance of wildlife, including orca, mountain goats, bald
eagles, bears, puffins, sea otters and much more. During the summer months, the long hours of daylight allow for ample
opportunities for nature photos on your Inside Passage Cruise. You'll never forget the sight of 40-ton whales hurling
themselves into the air, almost completely escaping the water. If you're especially lucky, you could see them swimming
together to create a bubble net, trapping and eating fish by the giant mouthful.
